	SAFETY
Cricket is not generally a dangerous game, but parents/carers will appreciate that the use of a hard ball can create the possibility of injury.  It is club policy to comply with ECB directives regarding the playing & coaching of cricket.  ECB safety guidance recommends that helmets with a faceguard should be worn when batting against a hard cricket ball in matches and practice sessions, and encourages players to regard this as a normal item of protective equipment when batting, together with pads, gloves and for boys, an abdominal protector (box).  It is recommended that wicket keepers should wear a helmet with a faceguard when standing up to the stumps.  The guidance applies to all players up to the age of 18.  Every precaution will be taken to ensure that accidents will not happen, but coaches and supporting personnel cannot be held responsible for any loss, damage or injury suffered by any child.

Club Changing Policy

This policy applies to players under the age of 16 playing in adult teams.  If young players are uncomfortable with changing or showering with adults they are advised to change and shower at home   Parental consent must be given if young players are to share changing facilities with adults.  You should be aware that most changing facilities at local grounds do not have separate changing rooms for adults and children.  If young players are sharing changing facilities with adults, parents have the option to supervise them whilst they are changing.  The club will make reasonable efforts to arrange this.   If this young player participates in adult cricket he/she will change at home / he/she can change at the club / he/she can only change under supervision.*
Permission for the use of photographs & recorded images: To be signed by players aged between 12 & 18
The club recognises the need to ensure the welfare and safety of all young people in cricket.  Therefore we will not permit photographs or video images to be taken or used without the consent of the parent/carer and the young player.  The club will follow the guidance issued by the ECB which is available on http://www.Play-Cricket.com and www.ecb.co.uk.  The club will take steps to ensure that these images are used solely for the purpose of promoting and celebrating the club’s cricketing activities.  If you become aware that these images are being used inappropriately you should inform the Club Welfare Officer immediately.  If photographs eg. team or action shots, are sent to the press or published on the club website, individuals will not be identified.  In circumstances where there is a need to identify an individual player in the press parental permission will be sought beforehand.  More details are available from the Club Welfare Officer.
